Most people confuse the terms "expiry date" and "best before date." This confusion continues to be a major source of avoidable

food was in Canada. Only five foods should not be consumed past the expiry date: infant formula, meal replacements,

formulated liquid diets (medical), very low-energy foods (medical), and nutritional supplements. Everything else is edible after

the best before date has passed. Always use your senses to evaluate food quality if food is past the best before date.
